Installation Setup

1. Fixing the bar

@ Open the product packaging, and check whether | ,
the product has any cosmetic or functional l a1 l a2 ‘ a3 l
damage; if yes, please return it to the dealer.

(@ After selecting the location of the mirror cabinet,
check whether the wall is solid, measure the
distance of the holes (a1,a2,a3) in the aluminum
alloy bar with a tape measure and mark the wall 1)0(32 N
with a level and pencil (Fig. 1). 0%

(3 Drill holes in the marked positions with electric drill =
and &4 drill bit. Use a special ceramic drill if the
wall surface is ceramic tile.

@ Knock the expansion plugs into the holes in the
wall with a hammer.Tighten the screws with a
screwdriver to fix the bar .Finally calibrate the level /\

with a spirit level(Fig. 2). Fig.2

2. Positioning and Installation of Mirror Cabinet

@ Attach the mirror cabinet to the bar as shown in Fig. 3, open the cabinet door, and mark on
the wall (b2 )with a pencil through the backplane hole (b1).

@ Remove the mirror cabinet, drill the fixing hole in the wall in the marked position, and place
the expansion plugs (Fig. 4).

(@ Repeatthe operation as shown in Fig. 3 and mount the mirror cabinet to the bar, and then
tighten the screws (Fig. 5).

@ Finally, turn on the main switch, and test if the switch works normally.
